The 2010 IEEE Multiconference 

on Systems and Control (MSC) 

will be held in Yokohama, a port 

city on Tokyo Bay, September 8–10, 

2010. The 2010 MSC is cosponsored by 

the Society of Instrument and Con-

trol Engineers (SICE) in Japan. 

The 2010 MSC will consist of three 

sub- conferences, IEEE International 

Conference on Control Applications 

(CCA), IEEE International Symposium 

on Computer-Aided Control System 

Design (CACSD), and IEEE Interna-

tional Symposium on Intelligent Con-

trol (ISIC). 

CONFERENCE VENUE
The conference venue is the Paci-

fico Yokohama, located in the Minato 

Mirai 21 (minato means a port and 

mirai means future) district, a futur-

istic town in Yokohama. The Pacifico 

Yokohama is Japan’s premier conven-

tion complex, which is situated on the 

waterfront. Directly behind 

the venue is the InterConti-

nental Yokohama Grand, 

whose building is known 

as an elegantly shaped icon 

of the Minato Mirai 21. The 

neighborhood outside the 

Pacifico Yokohama is sur-

rounded by numerous din-

ing and shopping venues 

as well as exciting enter-

tainment. The Minato Mirai 

21 district is equipped 

with many popular tour-

ist spots, such as the 296-m 

Landmark tower, the historic Red 

Brick warehouse, and the enormous 

Bay Bridge, a noted landmark of the 

waterfront. Additionally, one of the 

world’s largest Chinatown’s is within 

easy reach.

YOKOHAMA/TOKYO
In the end of the Edo period (Edo is an 

old name of Tokyo) when Japan was 

under the rule of Shogun and Samu-

rai, Yokohama was the first Japanese 

port that opened its gates to the world 

in 1859. Since then, Yoko-

hama has been a window 

on the international world, 

playing a leading role in 

Japan’s modernization. In 

2009, it commemorated its 

150th anniversary of the port 

opening. Yokohama is now 

the second most populous 

city in Japan, with a popu-

lation of about 3.6 million. 

Yokohama is blessed with a 

temperate climate through-

out the year and is normally 

pleasant and comfortable in 

September. Yokohama is located on the 

south of Tokyo Bay in the Greater Tokyo 

area with easy access from the Narita/
